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Why have a Madrasah?

Looking around at the society in which we live tpdae
can see a lack of moral and Islamic values everysvhe
Children need to be given a solid foundation toetigy
faith that is strong enough to not only withstare t
current amoral environment, but also to be ablsetoan
example to others.

Undoubtedly, this requires parents to

o i However, this is often not enough to

teach the children the finer aspects of
Islam.

With this in mind, the Madrasah
offers an environment for the children not only fidr
teaching and learning, but also for relaxing ant
socialising. With a primary aim to ensure that ¢chédren
enjoy attending the classes every week, Husayni Madras
tries to make sure the children interact with eattier and
with the teachers by facilitating play and sporisinng a
half an hour break.

So the Madrasah allows not only for a basic fouondabf
Islamic knowledge and values, but also encourage
Islamic ideals through social interactions — endeawng

to achieve a holistic atmosphere.




The importance of collaboration

With collaboration comes proficiency
The teachers work very hard to ensure
they teach the children as best they can. Theingand
generous attitude along with the notes they progelea
good foundation for the children’s learning. Howeve
with only a short amount of time every week, ibfsvital
iImportance that the teachers have the support ef tl
parents in helping the children learn the material.

We welcome parents to attend the Assemblies at il
beginning of every Madrasah session. During th
Assembly, we encourage children to participate theei
by answering questions or by reciting and perfognmin
themselves.

The Madrasah also holds a Parent’s Day every yetrat
the parents are able to discuss the progress wfdhiéd

with the teacher. The children are encouraged teeneht
this with the parents so that altogether they caouds
how the child is doing at the Madrasah. Furthethts, a
report is written for each child at the end of ear —
following the exams — detailing the child’s achimants
during the year.

If a parent has any concerns
or questions about the
Madrasah generally or about
their child specifically, they
are encouraged to contact the
administration and arrange for
an appointment.




A very brief history of Husayni Madrasah

Husayni Madrasah is a Sunday school teaching Islam
subjects based in North Harrow, which was estabtish
1977. Over the 30 years, Husayni Madrasah has ajese|
in various ways. Many of the teachers were studeritse
very same Madrasah in the past. Teachers stillhtea
purely on a voluntary basis — as has always beemdke

— with the only intention being for the pleasureAdiah.

Initially, the Madrasah begun in local homes asdheas
no set premises for it. However, as it developedhaved

to Ruislip and was called “Ruislip Madrasah”. It sva
suggested that the word Husayni should be added ar
after moving to Harrow, “Ruislip” was dropped leagi
the name — as it is now — “Husayni Madrasah”.

From 1987 to 1997, Nower Hill High School was hirec
weekly as a set premises for the classes. 14 cotassr
were hired and a total of 280 pupils were on thwgster.
With a hired hall being used, there was nowherketp
the material and a mobile cabinet was used whidtd he
1000 books and numerous video tapes and audiottezssse

The teachers and children began the publicatiohAbf
Muntazif® which was published worldwide. In the mid
1980s, the idea of an annual Summer Project begun.

In 1985, the idea of a universal syllabus was awmred,
but did not materialise. Husayni Madrasah wroteoiis
syllabus and wrote material for the various sulgject

Until now, the Madrasah continues to devel
and produce material for the students. 4
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Admissions

Boys and girls from the age of 3 to 16 are permhitie
enrol in the Madrasah. We encourage children tmlenr
from the age of 3 so that they cover all the malteri
Enrolment requires simply filling out a form andypay
the fees for the term.

All children who register are given a badge, a fngder
with dividers and plastic folders and a Qur’'an.

Fees

The fees for the classes are £10 per term. As orexdi
previously, there are 3 terms in year and so thalye
charge is £30.

Dress code

All children are expected to dress sensibly. Gale
required to wear a headscarf and long sleevesranskrs.
Boys are also asked to wear long trousers. No olesoce
intimidating material should be displayed or worn.

Children should wear thelfousebadges every week.

The subjects we offer
Qur'an

At Husayni Madrasah, we strive to ensurg’,
that the children can begin recitation of th
Holy Qur'an from a young age. We¥
therefore try as best we can to allow 1-on-
1 teaching. From the very beginning the
children learn how to pronounce the alphabet anthes
progress, they learn the vowels and how to joindsor
Depending on the speed of the child, they are tallecite
fluently within a few years. They also learn to nozise
Surahs from the Qur'an and, when they
have memorised a certain number of
Surahs, they receive a certificate to
show this. In the later years, they learn
Tajweed as well as the meaning behinc
the Arabic writing of the Qur’an.

From a very young age, the children

learn how to say basic words such jas

animals, household items and parts |of

the body. The teachers use various

methods including the use of flagh

cards, drawing, colouring in and other

games for the children. For the older

children there are Arabic books, whigh

we have produced ourselves, which go

This subject emphasises the importance c
knowing about worldwide issues which affect
Y) all Muslims. This subject is offered by very
] few, if any Madrasahs. Yet we feel that the
older children need to be able to look at
worldwide issues affecting Muslims and to be
able to analyse and talk to others about them.




Work

During the year, the children are asked to paynate
during their classes. The teachers have worked tward
ensure that the lessons are prepared and the eshild
should make sure that they are ready for the lssssn
well.

All children should bring a pen (or pencil) and
paper to their lessons as they may be asked to
write notes during the lessons. It is also useful
to bring in colouring pencils, although we can
provide some for the children to share.

Homework may be given by the teachers. The children
required to complete the homework each weel
Sometimes the children may require some help viaghr t
work. Parents are encouraged to play an active irole
their children’s learning and this includes helpitige
children as needed.

In particular, all students will receive homework for
Qur’an. This will include recitation everyday (te bigned
by the parent) as well as memorisation of a Surgbaad
of a Surah.

At the end of the year, there is an exam periocre/lhe
children are tested on what they have been taugtmgl
that year. This not only gives the teachers an aldzow
the children are doing, but also allows the parémtsee
their child’s progress. All children are expectedjet over
50% in these exams. A report is also written by th
teachers detailing the children’s progress.
